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SECOND SUNDAY OF EASTER, YEAR B SUNDAY 7 APRIL 2024

Some of us may remember when we spoke of the Sundays
after Easter. The terminology has changed and we now speak
of the Sundays of Easter. In other words, we now recognise
that the liturgical readings and prayers for each Sunday
between Easter and Pentecost invite us into a different
movement of the one great symphony of resurrection faith.

The first scene in today’s gospel has the disciples hiding
behind closed doors “for fear” of those who had handed Jesus
over to be executed by the Roman authorities. The Risen One
appears among them, offers a greeting of peace, and tells them
that he has been sent by God, his “Father”. They receive from
him the gift of the Holy Spirit. He sends them in turn to bring
peace and to mediate the forgiveness of God through the

power of the Spirit. In other words, he sends them to create “T am giving mankind

communities of people who listen to one another and who

love one another into life. The story invites us as believers to the last hope of

place ourselves in the shoes of the earliest disciples. It invites

us to receive the gift of the Spirit, to emerge from behind the salvation” T ,

to lack imagination. Then they make big statements when they
come around to understanding what everyone else has known
for a while. If we think, however, that the other disciples are
any better than Thomas, we need to note that the doors are
still closed eight days down the track! The simple fact of
knowing has not dispelled the fears of the group.

One of the great symbols of Easter is water. Water that gives
life, refreshes, cleanses and renews. In our Catholic tradition
we also use holy water to bless. At the Easter Vigil the
Archbishop blessed the Easter water with word and gesture

Even those of us who do believe and trust need a bit of
time and encouragement to take the gospel message to heart.
We often need the example and support of others to move out
beyond our personal fears and embrace the pain of the wider
world. We are asked to do this right now as we emerge from
the worst of the COVID pandemic. Some are too fearful to
engage with the distress of our world and remain turned in
upon themselves. It may be helpful to look back to today’s first
reading from Acts (2:32-35) where Luke presents an idealised
picture of the post resurrection Jerusalem community: all
things in common and the gospel received with great respect. '+
While taking reasonable precautions, we are called to rise DAYLIGHT SAVING ENDS
above our own fears and respond with love and generosity in
times of crisis, to live the gospel message from death through
resurrection and into “ordinary time”.

Second Reading 1John 5:1-6

Anyone begotten by God has already overcome the world.

Whoever believes that Jesus is the Christ has been begotten
by God; and whoever loves the Father that begot him loves
the child whom he begets. We can be sure that we love God’s
children if we love God himself and do what he has
commanded us; this is what loving God is - keeping his
commandments; and his commandments are not difficult,
because anyone who has been begotten by God has already
overcome the world; this is the victory over the world -

our faith. Who can overcome the world?

Only the man who believes that Jesus is the Son of God; Jesus
Christ who came by water and blood, not with water only,
but with water and blood; with the Spirit as another witness -
since the Spirit is the truth.

After eight days, Jesus came in and stood among them.

In the evening of that same day, the first day of the week, the
doors were closed in the room where the disciples were, for
fear of the Jews. Jesus came and stood among them. He said to
them, ‘Peace be with you,” and showed them his hands and his
side. The disciples were filled with joy when they saw the Lord,
and he said to them again, ‘Peace be with you.” ‘As the Father
sent me, so am [ sending you.” After saying this he breathed on
them and said: ‘Receive the Holy Spirit. For those whose sins
you forgive, they are forgiven; for those whose sins you retain,
they are retained.” Thomas, called the Twin, who was one of
the Twelve, was not with them when Jesus came. When the
disciples said, ‘We have seen the Lord’, he answered, ‘Unless |
see the holes that the nails made in his hands and can put my
finger into the holes they made, and unless I can put my hand
into his side, I refuse to believe.” Eight days later the disciples
were in the house again and Thomas was with them. The doors
were closed, but Jesus came in and stood among them. ‘Peace
be with you’ he said. Then he spoke to Thomas, ‘Put your
finger here; look, here are my hands. Give me your hand; put it
into my side. Doubt no longer but believe.” Thomas replied, ‘My
Lord and my God!’ Jesus said to him: ‘You believe because you
can see me. Happy are those who have not seen and yet
believe.” There were many other signs that Jesus worked and
the disciples saw, but they are not recorded in this book. These
are recorded so that you may believe that Jesus is the Christ,
the Son of God, and that believing this you may have life
through his name.
